Course Description: This course provides an overview of the scientific study of behavior, mental process, inter- and intra-personal relationships, emotions, motivations, personal development, personality, self, learning, perception and abnormal psychology. Students are introduced to the many different trends and theories of psychology. Classes focus on developing critical thinking skills.

  Week 7: Discuss chapter 9: Thinking and language only. Exam 3 over chapters 7, 8, and 9 (thinking and language only). Memory Assignment due. No late work is accepted. One day or In-class assignments cannot be made up. Read chapter 9 Intelligence, and chapter 10.   

 Week 8: Discuss chapter 9: Intelligence and chapter 10: Motivation and Emotion. Discuss chapter 11: Stress, health, and Human Flourishing. Emotion groups this week. No late work is accepted. You must come to class and present on this day only, cannot present early or late. Sorry, if you miss the day of the presentation for ANY REASON, you lose the points.  Week 10: Discuss chapter 14: Psychological Disorders chapter 15: Therapy, and chapter 12: Social psychology. Discuss chapters 14 and 15. In-class assignments cannot be made up. Discuss chapter 12. Cultural Posterboard due. No late work is accepted. Exam 5 on chapters 13, 14, 15, and 12 is due. 

Course Considerations: 

1.  Class participation is required.  Participation will occur in discussion format and through interaction of group work and presentations. Please recognize that this class will not be providing an in-depth look at the large field of Psychology. It is meant to provide you an overview of what the field represents.  Do expect a diversity of teaching styles, such as open discussion, cooperative learning, one day or  in-class assignments, video viewing, group collaboration, class exercises, and demonstrations.     

2. Students will be responsible for material in assigned readings, discussions, lectures, exercises, demonstrations, assignments, and videos.. It is the student’s responsibility to keep up with the fast pace of this class. Warning: There is a large amount of work required to successfully complete this course. 
3. Expect to spend 10 hours or more a week studying for this class. It is important that you read the text and your notes each week in order to keep up with the pace of this class. Remember, this is not a high school class. You are expected to learn the objectives and do the requirements on your own. All assignments (assigned outside of class) are typed, single-space only, 1” margins, 12” Times New Roman font, and regular print, no bold print (Points will be taken off for any other fonts).
